PRINCIPAL INVESTIGATOR: _________________________
The Research Scope of Practice is specific to the duties and responsibilities of each Principal Investigators overseeing an approved research study. The purpose of developing the Scope of Practice is to define the parameters and functions of individuals leading research activities, including human studies, animal studies, bench studies, and other research development studies.

PROCEDURES:
A principal investigator working in Research Service is expected to perform the following duties/procedures on a regular and ongoing basis. Duties listed below are provided as a template to the Principal Investigator. Those duties granted must be based the individual’s education, training, and experience.



DUTIES:

· Manage, direct, and conduct research projects in accordance with all policies including VA Handbooks and directives.
· Ensure the safety of personnel performing research.
· Ensure compliance with all applicable rules and regulations.
· Ensure that staff working on projects are properly credentialed and approved to conduct research.
· Must obtain Final R&D Committee approval prior to initiating research activities.  This may include obtaining approval from applicable subcommittees.
· Must comply with the Standards of Ethical Conduct for Executive Branch Employees, the Federal Criminal Code, and VA procedure on financial conflicts of interest.
· Develop and implement plans for data use, storage, and security that is consistent with VA, VHA, and other Federal statutes, regulations, and policies.
· Complies with all training requirements.  This includes compliance by all staff under the PI’s supervision.
