VA Enrollment Fast Tract:

Purpose: 
The following process is available to enroll veterans with the Atlanta VA who are not physically able to present to the VA Medical Center.  This enrollment "Fast-Tract" allows veterans who are in need of or currently receiving hospice services, to access their basic VA hospice benefit. 

Process:

The veteran or a designee must fax the following documentations to the VA Enrollment director's office:

· DD 214*  Indicating the veteran received an honorable discharge from military service 
· 10-10EZ  Form; completed and signed by the veteran or mark with two witnesses. ON line at https://www.1010ez.med.va.gov/sec/vha/1010ez/Form/vha-10-10ez.pdf 
· Copy of a valid state drivers license or ID. 

Once these items are collected, completed and signed, fax to # 404-417-1810 attn: Christine McRae. 

Once these items are received, the enrollment process is usually completed within 24 business hours.
*The Department of Veterans Affairs does not maintain records of veterans? military service, except as necessary for providing benefits from VA. To obtain or amend a copy of your military service record and/or your Official Military Personnel File (DD-214, OMPFs), please visit the website for the Military Personnel Records Center (MPRC) in St. Louis, which is part of the National Archives and Records Administration (NARA). If you have been discharged from military service, your personnel files are stored at NARA, the official repository for records of military personnel who have been discharged from the U.S. Air Force, Army, Marine Corps, Navy and Coast Guard. To get to the NARA Web site, you will need to leave the VA website and go to http://www.archives.gov/veterans/military-service-records/
There are several other ways to enroll:
· You can enroll in person at any VA Medical Center or Clinic.
· You can obtain enrollment assistance by calling VA's Health Benefits Service Center, Monday through Friday between the hours of 8:00 AM and 8:00 PM (EST) at 877-222-VETS. 
· You can also enroll by mailing or faxing the completed Form 10-10EZ to the Medical Center or Clinic of your choice. 
· You can obtain additional assistance by contacting your State or County Veterans Service Officer.
